     Channel surfing one Saturday after-
noon, I stumbled upon Glen Beck, at-
tempting to “restore history” with the 
help of a couple of right-wing ideo-
logues he was interviewing at the time.  
During a question and answer period 
with his audience, Beck made a most 
curious assertion.  Progressives are 
“evil.”  Not misinformed or misguided, 
but evil.  Why are progressives “evil?”  
Because they believe in reform.  And 
why is it “evil” to believe in reform?  
Because reform implies “human per-
fectibility”, a blasphemous denial of our 
sinful nature, or “original sin,” if you 
will. 
 Now you may object that Glen 
Beck is a silly person and it’s hard to 
take anything he says very seriously, 
but Beck didn’t come up with this idea 
on his own.  In one form or another, it’s 
been a mainstay of conservative think-
ing for some time now.  I first came 
across it when I read William Buckley’s 
polemic, Up From Liberalism, back in 

the 1960’s.  Stripped of its mythologi-
cal trappings, what it boils down to is 
the proposition that all attempts of 
social reform are hopeless because 
“you can’t change human nature.” 
 Now it may be true that you 
can’t change human nature, but just as 
water is sometimes a solid, a liquid, or 
a gas, human nature manifests itself 
differently under different conditions.  
Do you really suppose that five people 
on an island with enough food for 
fifteen would behave the same way 
fifteen people on an island with 
enough food for five would behave, 
all other things being equal?  As long 
as choice exists, it will always be pos-
sible that someone will make a bad 
one.  But, statistically speaking, peo-
ple are more likely to make good 
choices under some conditions than 
they are under others. The most im-

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 Americans love their heroes.  Ask any 
school kid, and you’re likely to get a top-ten list 
swollen from the celebrity cult-- film stars, athletes 
and, of course, dead presidents. As the 20th century 
meandered to the middle, women were added to the 
catalogue. Think of the 1952 Time Magazine’s “Woman of 
the Year” Elizabeth II.  Ironically, making it to the front 
cover was at times a dubious achievement, being shared 
with Hitler, Stalin, and recently, the Ayatollah Khomeini.  
 Problems with canonizing powerful people arise 
from the powerful flaws they bring to the mix.  Even 
memory of the beloved Eleanor Roosevelt is stained by the 
giant cake she commissioned to celebrate the bombing of 
Hiroshima— complete with hideous mushroom-cloud 
icing.  Famous people often become heroes, not by having 
greatness thrust upon them, but by thrusting in their egos 
from an endless desire to become great.  
 Today, it seems that every unfortunate youngster 
who chooses the military counts on coming home as a 
bonafide hero. Little is said about broken bodies, 
extinguished lives, or spirits devastated by the horrors of 
modern warfare.  To some, the word “hero” has become a 
euphemism for “soldier”. This type of spurious platitude 

    On June 23, Dr. Terry Hazen (Head of the Ecology De-
partment of the Center for Environmental Biotechnology at 
the Lawrence Berkeley National Laboratory) and Dr. Jim 
McClain (Professor of Geophysics at UC Davis) spoke to 
concerned locals about the implications of the disas-
trous “Deep Water Horizon” oil spill in the Gulf. 
     At the MtDPJC Forum on June 23, Dr. Terry Hazen 
(Head of the Ecology Department of the Center for 
Environmental Biotechnology at the Lawrence Berke-
ley National Laboratory) and Dr. Jim McClain 
(Professor of Geophysics at UC Davis) spoke to con-
cerned locals about the implications of the disastrous 
oil spill in the Gulf of Mexico.  Surprisingly, attendees 
learned many accepted abatement methods, like burning, dis-
persing, and steam-cleaning, appear actually to slow down 
the recovery rate of beaches, estuaries, and even the open sea. 
      Historically, other infamous oil spills include the Ixtoc I 
Gulf spill in 1978 (30 million barrels with a 9mth clean-up), 
the 1989 Exxon-Valdez tanker leak in Alaska (25 million 
barrels, 30-year recovery expected), the Amoco Cadiz tanker 
leak of the coast of France (70 million barrels, 2-year recov-
ery of most beaches), and the largest-- Iraq’s Gulf War re-
lease in 1991 (over 200 million barrels, recovery ongoing).  
In general, rocky coast lines with rough wave action recover 
much more quickly than sandy beaches and estuaries where 
oil collects and is hard to reach.  The oil that sinks to the bot-
tom of the ocean where it impacts benthic dwellers like crabs 
is virtually impossible to eradicate. 

causes historical amnesia, where war mongers are 
praised and people who work to save live are 
forgotten or ignored.

    Dispersants like Correxit, the one used a mile underwa-
ter at the site of the BP leak, break up the oil into tiny drop-
lets, so that it mixes more readily with water instead of 
clumping.

Dispersants like Correxit, the 
one used a mile underwater at the site of the BP 
leak, break up the oil into tiny droplets, so that it 
mixes more readily with water.  They also seem to 
create large underwater plumes of oil, so large they 
are visible from space.  The effects of such plumes 
are largely unknown, though they may contribute to 

oxygen-low ‘dead zones’.     
    Dr. Hazen, a bioremediation expert, went on to discuss 
oil recovery processes.  Peat and sawdust absorb oil and 
break down quickly, unlike hair which carries pollutants 
and poses a more difficult disposal problem.  Mycelia mats 
of fungi are expert purifiers.  Biostimulation, which en-
hances the actions of resident microorganisms, works best.  
Spraying beaches with hot water as was done in during the 
Amoco Cadiz spill clearly retards clean-up by local bugs, 
killing them off before they can do their work. 
    According to Dr. Mcclain, one aspect of deep-water 
drilling that has yet to be adequately addressed is the lack 
of an effective ‘worst-case-scenario’ response plan, not just 
for BP oil but for all off-shore oil drilling companies.  Un-
til we have a plan that puts the environment ahead of prof-
its, oil spills will continue to take their terrible toll. 
 
 

Oil Clean-up Experts Say Help Mother Nature Heal Herself

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���� In 5BC, King Xerxes of Persia, the 
most powerful nation on earth, held a 
grudge. The free Greek city of Athens 
had aided rebellions against Persian 
rule by Greek communities on the 
coast of present-day Turkey. Although 
these rebellions had initially been 
thwarted by King Darius, Xerxes' 
father, the advisors surrounding Xerxes 
urged retaliation. "You ought to march 
against Greece. It will enhance your 
reputation and make people think twice 
in the future before attacking your 
territory." One advisor, Mardonius, 
said: "Who is going to oppose you? 
When it comes to military matters there 
is no one in the world to match us."  
   Xerxes also had saner advisors.  His 
uncle Artabanus counseled a caution 
borne of painful experience, warning: 
“Complex affairs inevitably require 
further thought”.  Herodotus, a Greek 
historian also known as the Father of 
History, chronicled the twenty year war 
that ensued between the Greeks and 
Persians.  Ironically, George W. Bush, 
of “history is for losers" belief, 
majored in history, but still took over 
where his father left off in Iraq, 
invading Afghanistan as well, for good 
measure. 
   Nine years on, the Afghan War is a 
lost cause.  A Newsweek poll finds 46 
percent of respondents think America 
is losing the Afghan war with only 26 
percent saying the military is winning.  
A similar plurality think the US is 
losing the broader war on terrorism (43 
percent versus 29 percent).  On 
assuming the Afghan command, 
Senator Lindsey Graham termed Gen. 
Petraeus as “our only hope.  If he can't 
pull it off, nobody can.”  That comment 
is a world apart from the Mardonius 
support of Xerxes’ war. 
   The inability to name a war is a sign 
of absence of logic. This war has 
created its own self-perpetuating 
dynamics.  The culture of fear created 
by politicians, neocons, government 
agencies and various interests groups 
seem a feeding frenzy of sensationalist 

competition and a desperate effort to 
make this war appear as an antidote to 
an impending global disaster.  
     Michael Hasting wrote a memoir 
called "I Lost My Love in Baghdad: 
A Modern War Story" about his 
fiancé’s death while working as an 
aid worker in Iraq. What made him 
hit the headlines was his scoop in the 
Rolling Stone revealing the disarray 
in the Obama presidency, Washington 
DC, and the Afghan War. It is now 
said of Gen. McChrystal, “The guy 
who was promoting and leading the 
counterinsurgency strategy has shown 
by his actions that even he doesn’t 
believe in it”. This disaffinity holds 
true for the American administration, 

the military, and its allies.  
   The Taliban will rightly count Gen. 
McChrystal as a war casualty, just as 
they belittled Gen. McChrystal's 
heavily publicized takeover of Marjah 
in Afghanistan. When US 
ambassador, Karl Eikenberry and 
envoy, Richard Holbrook (both 
maligned by Gen. McChrystal in the 
Rolling Stone article) visited Marjah 
a few days after the so-called 
takeover, their helicopter was shot at 
and suicide bombers blew themselves 
up. With the Taliban’s own counter-
surge resulting in greater loss of life 
for coalition forces, they are on a roll 
with the coalition strategy fractured 
and incoherent as never before. 
     Sacked US General Stanley 
McChrystal issued a scathingly 
critical assessment of the war against 
a "resilient and growing insurgency" 
just days before being forced out.  He 
pinpointed an the "divergence of 
coalition expectations and campaign 
timelines" as reasons for lack of 
progress. 

     Gen. Petraeus, has argued "that we 
need to get the upper hand militarily, 
regain the military initiative and then 
negotiate from a position of strength". 
Nine years of war effort, costing 
$7billion a month, has only five 
Afghan areas out of 122 classed as 
being under the "full authority" of the 
government with governance rated as 
non-existent, dysfunctional or 
unproductive in 89 areas. Less than a 
third of the military and only 12 per 
cent of police forces were rated as 
"effective". Short of waving a magic 
wand, which the general does not 
have, how that position of strength 
shall be achieved is incomprehensible.  
    Gen. McChrystal's presentation to 
NATO defense ministers and ISAF 
representatives provided an 
uncompromising obstacle to President 
Obama's plan to bring troops home in 
2011.  The general was judged to be 
"off message" in his warning to 
ministers not to expect quick results 
because they were facing a "resilient 
and growing insurgency".  According 
to some within the US military, Gen. 
McChrystal's candor about the reality 
of the situation was an obstacle to 
President Obama's search for an 
"early, face-saving exit" to help his 
chances in the 2012 presidential 
elections. 
   Political expediency, as we saw 
when this war was initiated, prevents 
sensible debate about the fundamental 
irrationalities of US policies in 
Afghanistan. Bizarrely, false beliefs 
that dub those who call for 
negotiations “terrorist sympathizers” 
prevent it from being handled by any 
other than military means.  Gen. 
Petraeus is presently the U.S. 
military's biggest star. The need for 
change of military command in 
Afghanistan should be cause for 
rethinking the entire policy by 
understanding the limits of military 
power.

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dependent on humanitarian aid." 
   Like the EU, we call for an urgent 
and fundamental change of policy 
leading to a durable solution to the 
situation in Gaza. It is essential there 
be an "immediate, sustained and un-
conditional opening of crossings for 
the flow of humanitarian aid, com-
mercial goods and persons to and 
from Gaza including goods from the 
West Bank." 
   We recognize that Israel and its 
neighbors have legitimate security 
concerns and urge a complete stop to 
all violence and arms smuggling into 

    My friends answered that the great 
majority of Israelis are peace-loving 
people who understand that their faith 
is related to the faith of their 
neighbors and that many saw that 
opportunity as much as I did, but I 
must understand that the main reason 
the present government is in power is 
because of the war.

"Israel's military blockade of Gaza 
has left more than 1.4 million Pales-
tinian men, women and children 
trapped in the Gaza Strip. Mass un-
employment, extreme poverty and 
food price rises caused by shortages 
which have left four in five Gazans 

     
    

tolerant, loving and hard working 
people that build abundance produc-
ing gardens out of the harshest ter-
rains, and the hawks, city intellectu-
als that did not learn how to produce, 
therefore they fear scarcity and be-
lieve that to have more they needed 
to take it from others. What I wit-
nessed was the present prevail. 
   My friends spent part of their mili-
tary service in the Sinai Peninsula, a 
huge and largely uninhabited area 
that I visited when it belonged to 
Israel.  I saw there huge collective 
farms with many modern buildings 
and lush plantations thanks to the 
original Israeli method of drip irriga-
tion.  I understood when Israel re-
turned all this land to Egypt as part 
of their Peace Treaty, but I did not 
understand why Israel destroyed all 
their farms and buildings as they 
left.  It would have been easier, then, 
to negotiate with Egypt and to use 
those live giving-installations to re-
ceive the thousands of Palestinian 
refugees still living in tents.   
    To invite Palestinians to the Sinai 
would have been a great opportunity 
to reduce social tensions and provide 
opportunities for so many young 
Muslims that then will have less rea-
son to join the fight. Israeli and Ar-
abs are known for their creativity 
while negotiating, why then they let 
pass such a great opportunity to help 
bring peace? 

    I lived in Israel in 1975, when I 
went to visit a friend, liked it and 
joined Kibbutz Amiad, near the Gali-
lee Lake.  Working at a collective farm 
in my early 20’s was one of the happi-
est experiences in my life.  There were 
volunteers from around the world and 
we developed great camaraderie be-
tween us and the locals as we all 
worked, play and ate each meal to-
gether.  There was plenty of hard work 
and great idealism as each of us helped 
build green oasis in the desert. There 
was excitement also has we were at-
tacked twice by sharpshooters, who 
likely did not aim well. 
  Three decades later I returned to Is-
rael to show my wife the paradise of 
my Kibbutz and to introduce her to 
those great idealists who influenced 
me so much.  It was not a pleasant 
visit.  Amiad looks now like an Ameri-
can subdivision, people no longer eat 
together, our dinning hall is now uses 
for storage while most residents work 
in nearby towns and hardly know their 
neighbors. My warm and vibrant com-
munity exists now only in my mem-
ory. 
  Talking later with friends in Jerusa-
lem I learned that my experience was 
common. The transformation I saw 
happened all around their country and 
they also longed for their lost commu-
nities.  During my absence there was a 
confrontation between the doves, those

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more teachers every day; ever-increasing use of fossil fuels 
with carbon dioxide and other effluents poisoning our at-
mosphere with global warming becoming an ever-increasing 
threat; health care costing twice as much per person than in 
every other country, yet yielding life spans and infant mor-
tality rates that rank our nation among the poorest countries. 
The many problems that face our nation are further bur-
dened (and to some extent caused) by endless, futile, and 
enormously costly wars.  

Now we come to what is 
arguably the most onerous of the 
many problems we face as a na-
tion, namely the inability of the 
two political parties to work to-
gether effectively in the search for 
workable bipartisan solutions to 
our nation’s problems. The ideo-
logical gap has widened, personal 
relationships have deteriorated, 
and a willingness to put aside the 
national interest for political ad-
vantage has grown. We are at a 
political impasse. 

But, you might rightly say, when the two parties are 
in irreconcilable opposition, deciding who is right should be 
what elections are meant to resolve. Obama did win in 2008 
with what, at the time, seemed a solid mandate for change 
along progressive lines. Yet, for reasons beyond his control, 
that mandate could not be quickly translated into action. He 
came into office at a moment when the nation faced a rap-
idly cascading economic collapse that left Obama with no 
option other than to force through Congress both a costly 
stimulus package (it should have been even larger) and 
grossly expensive bail outs of both Wall Street and the auto 
industry-- thereby further raising the national debt, which 
had already been doubled during the Bush years by the cost 
of wars and tax cuts for the wealthy, to scarier new levels. 
The consequent dramatic increase in our national debt has 
given rise to the tea-party movement and fueled Republican

likelihood of making good choices or bad choices 
is experience.  If this were not so, why would 
children require adult supervision?  The greatest 
force for human progress, therefore, is the fact 
that each succeeding generation is in a position to 
see further than the generation preceding it be-
cause, in a sense, we are “standing on their shoul-
ders.”  We know everything they know, plus what we’ve 
discovered on our own.  It may be true, as the philosopher, 
Will Durant, once suggested, that “most new ideas are terri-
ble”, but if our ancestors had rejected all new ideas on prin-
ciple, we’d still be living in caves! 
     Finally, we should struggle for social justice, not because 

rigidity with its relentless application of cloture rules in 
the Senate.  

Our media share the blame by too often putting 
entertainment ahead of information in what passes for TV 
News. By skirting and underreporting policy issues, me-
dia must take part of the blame for our national inability 
to undertake serious and informed bipartisan dialogue. 
Responsible news sources would spend time rigorously 

reporting, analyzing and educat-
ing the public on matters of 
national importance. Instead, 
they elect to hype trivia 
(seemingly endless coverage of 
Tiger Woods, Michael Jackson, 
Anna Nicole Smith). Print me-
dia and web-based “ezines” do 
make a more serious attempt at 
balanced discussion, but many 
if not most of us get news and 
form opinions based on what 
we hear from Network and Ca-
ble TV and all-day radio talk 
shows. PBS and CSpan are im-

portant and laudable exceptions to the paucity of serious 
TV news and discussion.  

As we vacillate and dither, Denmark and Spain 
have leapt to world leadership in wind power technology. 
Germany leads in solar power. China leads in economic 
growth, infrastructure development, rapid rail, and in the 
forging of alliances in resource rich Africa and Latin 
America. As a result of our political quagmire, America is 
unable to pass legislation to move us forward on any of 
the important issues. We know what to do, and we have 
the wherewithal to do it. But because we fail to act, our 
rowboat flounders – and because it remains the only thing 
that left and right can agree on, we pay a steady stream of 
billions to China (and Japan and Saudi Arabia) hoping 
they will continue to buy our bonds and thereby keep the 
American boat from being swamped.  

this will make it more likely that people will 
make better choices if we succeed – though they 
might – because this is, itself, the right thing to 
do.  Social scientists tell us that the purpose of 
that set of institutions that make up the political 
system is to maintain order.  But just what sort 
of “order” to maintain is a moral question – in-
deed, the fundamental moral question upon 

which all other political questions ultimately depend.  In 
short, we should strive to guarantee people a decent job 
and a decent standard of living for the simple reason that 
this is something people are morally entitled to.  Any im-
provement in human behavior that might result from this 
is gravy.
