The Lessons of Arizona:  Beyond Immigration Reform

The passage of a “papers please” law in Arizona that appears to mandate racial 
profiling and takes Arizona one step closer to a police state has, once again, 
brought immigration reform to the center of our national debate.  This issue di-
vides Republicans between those in the ‘establishment’ who profit from cheap 
labor and the more xenophobic elements in the Party’s “base”.  At the same time, 
Democrats have been forced to jump into this contentious issue ahead of schedule, 
at a time when they had their hearts set on reform of the nation’s energy policies. 
Instead, they hastily put forward a package of “sensible” reforms, including 
“biometric” identity cards (to make it more difficult for employers to claim that 
they hired undocumented workers “unwittingly”) and a path to citizenship for the 
millions already here. 

Such reforms are, indeed, more sensible than requiring the police to stop and 
demand identity papers from those ‘suspected’ of being here illegally, but they 
miss an important moral point.  If I am to see myself in everyself, the Earth be-
comes one country and every people, my people.  Although the United States has 
as much right as any other country to “control its borders”, the nations of the world 
need to work together to guarantee all people the fundamental right to live and 
work where they please.  To keep the free movement of people from becoming a 
stampede, of course, it will be necessary at the same time to work to close the gap 
between the rich and poor nations of the Earth.  Only then does it becomes unnec-
essary for people to flee their homes to seek a better life for themselves and their 
children. 

Finally, those who fear the movement toward one-world government as a 
“threat” to our freedom would do well to reflect on the fact that a world divided 
into nation-states, each jealously guarding its own turf is not only a world without 
compassion, but not a particularly free or sustainable world either. 

“Be Informed Before Being Uniformed” says Marv Cohen, posterboy 
of our Youth and the Military Committee, as he tables at Los Medanos 
College.  Other recent activities include a Winter Soldiers Event at  
DVC,  where a new Iraq Vets Against the War group recently formed.

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Peace is Our Resistance

     I have always been the type of individual that liked to vol-
unteer and help out. However, it was not until my junior year 
of high school that I began to focus on participating on social 
justice activities. It began when I learned of a bay area coali-
tion called Stop the Raids Now that focused on migrant rights 
and an end to all unlawful immigration raids and deporta-
tions. I helped organize a rally in San Francisco where hun-
dreds of people came to show their support. That day I ex-
perienced firsthand a racist encounter with a police officer 
that caused me to make a swift decision to make peace. 
      As we prepared to leave for San Francisco on Bart we 
were given a warning by the police officers to exit the sta-
tion. Having organized ourselves very well, we had already 
distributed literature outlining our rights as student protesters. 
Before the police entered the Bart we decided to be as peace-
ful as possible. We all sat down and were silently waiting for 
the officers to let us go on our way. When the officer entered, 
I expected him to target me because I had face paint that 
made it noticeable that I was one of the main organizers. 
However, the officer turned to the corner of the Bart and tar-
geted one of the few African American teenagers who were 
on the Bart. The boy was listening to his IPod and calmly 
sitting down when the officer grabbed him by the shirt and 
threw him against the window. This action infuriated all of 
the youth in the Bart and the boy’s friend wanted to get 
physical with the policeman. It was at this moment that I re-
alized that I had to interfere before the situation escalated. I 
helped pull the boy who was yelling at the officer away from 
the scene so that he wouldn’t do something he would regret. 
      Most students’ immediate reaction was to yell at the offi-
cer but I knew that this would agitate the man so I tried to 
talk it out with the officer to de-escalate the situation. Once 
the officer detained the young man everyone in the Bart was 
outraged. I knew that if I didn’t act quickly our peaceful pro-
test would break into a riot that would undermine the goal of 
our rally. So I told another one of the lead organizers that we 
had to maintain our cool and control the crowd. It was at that 
moment that I decided to tell everyone to link arms and start 
to chant; this way people would be less focused on retaliating 
against the police.  
      This situation allowed me to realize that whenever a per-
son is dealing with a difference of power they have to act 
strategically. I now understand that institutionalized oppres-
sion that exists in my community is the cause of many peo-
ple’s anger and negative actions. This is why I now see that 
there is a need to focus on community transformation to en-
sure that people can create productive change rather than re-
act in scenarios such as this one. The strong connection I de-
veloped to my roots and community have allowed me to 
broaden my understanding of my rich history and given me 
the ability to critically analyze the circumstances that many 
youth in urban cities deal with. When I look at my commu-
nity I see more than an economically depressed ghetto. I see 
a place I call home filled with thousands of people who de-
serve more than the crumbs society has to offer. Everyone 

should be entitled to a decent quality of life. 
      Understanding politics and historically oppressive cir-
cumstances motivated me to joining Macehualli; an organi-
zation focused on educating Raza youth on issues of iden-
tity, culture, and politics.  It has inspired me to go beyond 
community service and focus my energy on influencing the 
future generations to be the leaders of today. I have begun 
looking at solutions to problems that can maintain the peace 
in my community. When the Richmond High School gang-
rape occurred, I knew that the city had to focus on support-
ing the community in a way that would not criminalize the 
students but rather educate them in the root causes of vio-
lence in our area. This would allow us to live in a more 
peaceful place because it would be establishing the con-
sciousness in the minds of the students to act with integrity 
and honor. I have contributed to the creation of a pilot pro-
gram to empower the student body and educate on de-
escalation methods, peer mediation, bystanders response 
and the cycle of misogyny and systematic oppression.  
      Since my goal is to create a community that lives har-
moniously to achieve a positive future, I will continue ad-
dress the issues that my community faces by creating spaces 
that foster youth voice. I want to create a mentoring system 
where college students volunteer at local public schools to 
provide resources for the youth that would be systematically 
denied otherwise. They would support student’s growth and 
create a bridge to college as well as provide education on 
culture, language, history, and politics. I want ordinary peo-
ple coming from communities like mine to believe in them-
selves and realize that they can make an influential change 
in the world. Usually people grow up with aspirations of 
leaving cities like mine forever. However, I am not inter-
ested in my individual success. I prefer to focus on commu-
nity work so I can perpetuate a cycle of love and peace that 
can inspire my peers to do the same for the generations to 
come.

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David Cobb, Truth-Teller 
“Challenging Corporate Personhood” 

    The annual Spring Peace Potluck was held last 
month on May 22nd with special guest David 
Cobb, the Green Party Presidential candidate in 
2004.  A Texas native transplanted to Humboldt 
County, David spends much of his time rousing the 
rabble anywhere crowds big and small need a moti-
vating speaker.   
      With all the passion, insight, and humor of fel-

low-Texans Molly Ivins and Jim Hightower, David Cobb explained the 
history of  “The Corporation”  (Latin, to embody) from the early days of 
Roman public works institutions, which morphed into private enterprises 
profiting from trade in tea/spices/slaves, and thence into the original 13 
Colonies.  Before the Revolution, the Colonies were legal corporations 
franchised by the King of England (e.g., The Massachusetts Bay Trading 
Company) and their Governors were, in fact, CEOs.  Seen from this 
perspective, the original intent  of the Founders was for the Constitution 
not to guarantee personhood to business enterprises, but rather to re-
move the reins of government from profit-mongerers and return them 
to “The People”.   Sadly, in those days full citizenship was granted only to 
white-male-unindentured-Christian-landowners— a mere 5% of the popu-
lation!   

Once granted legal status as a person, Corporations take on “certain 
inalienable rights” and have legal standing to finance elections and pro-
mote business-friendly agenda through advertisement and proposition.  
PGE was poised to take fast advantage of the new Court ruling with its 
Prop. 16 campaign.  Expect more deceptive propositions promoted by 
big money in future elections, unless The Constitution is clarified by 
amendment.   
     So what is a lover of democracy (Greek: demo, people + kratos, rule) 
to do with the Supreme Court’s recent verdict granting personhood to 
corporations?  David Cobb urges all concerned human citizens to join 
movetoamend.org, a group he helped to start, which is dedicated to 
amending the Constitution to ensure that only human beings are con-
sidered persons with civil rights.  He is also active in Democracy 
Unlimited of Humboldt (duhc.org) and available to speak without charge.

Open Carry Update  
 

    Assembly Member Lori Saldaña (D-San Diego) has introduced a bill (AB1934) which prohibits openly 
carrying an unloaded handgun in public areas.  Similar legislation has died in committee three times in the 
last decade!  The MtDPJC took up this debate earlier this year when members of the Open Carry movement 
chose Walnut Creek as the location to assert their “Second Amendment right to bear arms”.  Denied congre-
gation in several local businesses, this group found refuge in Starbucks.  MtDPJC promptly wrote corporate 

headquarters to inform them about the ramifications of allowing the open display of handguns in Starbucks coffee shops and 
encouraged our members to patronize gun-safe businesses only (see PG May 2010, pp1&3). 

   Currently, we are preparing to send a letter to Walnut Creek businesses to encourage them to exert their legal right to 
ban openly-carried weapons in their establishments.  On May 27 last, a meeting of the San Ramon Democratic Club featured 
two legal experts from Legal Community Against Violence (lcav.org) and  Brady Campaign to Prevent Gun Violence 
(www.bradycampaign.org).  They spoke about an upcoming United States Supreme Court decision that may limit the ability 
of state and local governments to regulate guns and about the disturbing trend toward radical, pro-gun laws being enacted by 
state legislatures.    If any of our readers were able to attend, please send over a write-up for the August issue!  Thanks!
